Series One: VOTE!

The Catechism of the Catholic Church says, “Submission to

authority and co-responsibility for the common good make it

morally obligatory...to exercise the right to

vote.” (2240) The US Bishops have written, “Every voice

matters in the public forum. Every vote counts.” (LGL n.

34).

Therefore:

a) Make sure you are properly register to
vote. At www.priestsforlife.org/states, you will find voter
registration deadlines. If you have moved since the last
election, contact your local Board of Elections to verify
what your polling place is!

b) Vote in the Primaries, to help get the right candidates on
the ballot in the first place. See www.priestsforlife.org/
states for primary dates.

c) Absentee Ballots. If you know you will be out of town on
Election Day or otherwise unable to get to the polls,
don’t let that make you lose your vote! Obtain an ab-
sentee ballot right away!

d) Early Voting. If your state allows early voting, then even
if you are going to be out of town on Election Day, you
can vote within a specific period of time before Election
Day. By all means, do so! Waiting till Election Day risks
missing your vote in case of iliness, car trouble, bad
weather, unexpected family or work obligations, or just
forgetfulness.

e) Pray for wisdom as you make your voting decision!

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XXV Sunday in Ordinary Time

Interior Peace Comes from Seeking the Glory of God, not of Self.
This is a warning, "The last will be first, and the first will be last."

Christ tells this parable right after Peter asked him what the
twelve Apostles will get in return for having given up everything to
follow Jesus. The parable itself most obviously applies to the Jewish
nation in general. The Jews were God's Chosen People, the first na-
tion on earth to receive God's revelation. They are the workers who
were hired at daylight. But when the eternal Kingdom appears in all
its fullness at the end of history, the Jews may find others honored
by God more than themselves, just as the first workers found that
the latecomers were treated with extra generosity - the last will be
first.

The parable is also a warning to the Apostles. They too were
given a special role in the history of salvation. They were chosen to
be the visible foundation of the Church, but in the end, others will
achieve greatness in Christ's name as well - the first will be last. God
has plans that we do not always understand.

As the First Reading put it, "My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor
are your ways my ways."

Why does Jesus issue this warning? Because he wants us to have
interior peace. Nothing disturbs our minds more than the thirst for
recognition and esteem. When we are always comparing ourselves to
others, we are filled with worties, envy, stress, anger, and uncertain-
ty. And this can occur even within our own Christian communities!
But if we simply try to give our best in life for Christ, thinking more
of the glory of God than of self, and recognizing the abundant gen-
erosity of God's love, then our trust in him will grow, those selfish
motives will shrink, and we will begin to experience the unshakable
peace and security that only Christ can give.

XXV Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

La paz interior proviene de buscar la gloria de Dios, no de uno
mismo Esta es una advertencia: "Los ultimos seran los primeros y
los primeros seran los ultimos".

Cristo cuenta esta parabola justo después de que Pedro le pre-
guntara qué obtendrfan los doce apdstoles a cambio de haberlo de-
jado todo para seguir a Jesus. La parabola en si misma se aplica mas
obviamente a la nacién judia en general. Los judios fueron el Pue-
blo Elegido de Dios, la primera nacién en la tierra en recibir la re-
velacion de Dios. Son los trabajadores que fueron contratados a la
luz del dfa. Pero cuando el Reino eterno aparece en toda su pleni-
tud al final de la historia, los judios pueden encontrar a otros honra-
dos por Dios mas que a ellos mismos, asi como los primeros traba-
jadores descubrieron que los que llegaron tarde fueron tratados con
una generosidad adicional: los ultimos seran los primeros.

La parabola también es una advertencia para los apostoles. A
ellos también se les dio un papel especial en la historia de la salva-
cion. Fueron elegidos para ser el fundamento visible de la Iglesia,
pero al final, otros también alcanzaran la grandeza en el nombre de
Cristo: los primeros seran los dltimos. Dios tiene planes que no
siempre entendemos.

Como lo expreso la primera lectura, "Mis pensamientos no son
tus pensamientos, ni tus caminos son los mios".
¢Por qué Jesus emite esta advertencia? Porque quiere que tengamos

paz interior. Nada perturba mas nuestras mentes que la sed de reco-
nocimiento y estima. Cuando siempre nos comparamos con los
demas, nos llenamos de preocupaciones, envidia, estrés, ira e incer-
tidumbre. Y esto puede ocurrir incluso dentro de nuestras propias
comunidades cristianas! Pero si simplemente tratamos de dar lo me-
jor de nosotros en la vida por Cristo, pensando mas en la gloria de
Dios que en nosotros mismos y reconociendo la abundante genero-
sidad del amor de Dios, entonces nuestra confianza en él crecera,
esos motivos egoistas se reduciran y nosotros comenzaremos a ex-
perimentar la paz y la seguridad inquebrantables que solo Cristo

puede dar.
