You are the light of the World

“A Seventh-day Adventist pastor from Florida is accused of using a Bible to make a
bomb threat at Nashville’s airport. A federal criminal complaint against Jose L. Gon-
zalez says the minister claimed he was just kidding’ when he reached into his luggage
and pulled out a Bible, declaring ‘This is my bomb.” Gonzalez, who was heading to Or-
lando on a Delta flight, was released on ten-thousand dollars bail. He faces up to five
years in prison if convicted.” (Associated Press)

The gospel passage we hear today reminds us that all who profess to follow Jesus must
be forthright witnesses to the faith handed down to us. Indeed, forcefully does Jesus
address his disciples: “You are the light of the world. No one after lighting a lamp puts
it under a bushel basket, but on the lamp stand, and it gives light to all in the
house.” (Matthew 5:14-15)

If we truly wish to live with the same vibrancy of faith as did those to whom Jesus first
addressed those challenging words, our response may well be seemingly as threatening
as the words of that Florida pastor who claimed that his Bible was a bomb. Godly ways
stand in stark contradiction to worldly ways and, were an entire society to embrace the
Bible wholeheartedly, the result would be as destructive to oppressive institutional
structures as a bomb’s explosion. Surely Pastor Jose Gonzalez used poor judgment in
his response to the airport baggage screener, but he was not wrong. God’s word, taken
seriously by Christians and lived with conviction, is a threat to the status quo.

When I first read the newspaper account of Pastor Gonzalez’s arrest, I chuckled; how-
ever, soon did humor turn to a sort of admiration for the strength of this lone man’s
witness. While I know nothing of the pastor’s personal life as a committed Christian,
his “joke” at the Nashville airport probably caused many to reflect on the truth behind
the minister’s jest. And, like myself, I imagine others were given pause as they asked
themselves the question: do I live gospel values seriously enough to be a threat to the
status quo of society? Sadly, most of us do not. For most of us there is a huge gap be-
tween what we profess and how we live. Pastor Gonzalez’s perceived threat at the air-
port only serves to emphasize that troubling reality.

Jesus said to his disciples, “You are the light of the world. No one after lighting a lamp
puts it under a bushel basket, but on the lamp stand, and it gives light to all in the
house.” (Matthew 5:14-15) Since the Master first spoke those words, his followers have
struggled to be light for a world ever darkening.

What light already burning within me might be magnified to bring hope to another’s

darkness? What light already burning within me might be magnified to bring warmth
to the heart of one grown cold?

Eres la luz del mundo

“Un pastor adventista del séptimo dia de Florida estd acusado de usar una Biblia para
hacer una amenaza de bomba en el aeropuerto de Nashville. Una denuncia penal fed-
eral contra José L. Gonzalez dice que el ministro afirmé que "solo bromeaba" cuando
metié la mano en su equipaje y sacé una Biblia, declarando "Esta es mi bomba". Gon-
zalez, que se dirigia a Orlando en un vuelo de Delta , fue puesto en libertad bajo fianza
de diez mil délares. Enfrenta hasta cinco afios de prisién si es declarado culpable”.

El pasaje evangélico que escuchamos hoy nos recuerda que todos los que profesan se-
guir a Jesus deben ser testigos directos de la fe que se nos ha transmitido. En efecto,
Jesus se dirige con fuerza a sus discipulos: “Vosotros sois la luz del mundo. Después de
encender una lampara, nadie la pone debajo de un almud, sino sobre el candelero, y
alumbra a todos en la casa”. (Mateo 5:14-15)

Si realmente deseamos vivir con la misma vitalidad de fe que aquellos a quienes Jesus
dirigié por primera vez esas desafiantes palabras, nuestra respuesta puede parecer
tan amenazante como las palabras de ese pastor de Florida que afirmé que su Biblia
era una bomba. Los caminos piadosos estdn en total contradiccién con los caminos
mundanos y, si una sociedad entera abrazara la Biblia de todo corazoén, el resultado
seria tan destructivo para las estructuras institucionales opresivas como la explosién
de una bomba. Seguramente el pastor José Gonzalez usé mal juicio en su respuesta al
inspector de equipaje del aeropuerto, pero no se equivocé. La palabra de Dios, tomada
en serio por los cristianos y vivida con conviccién, es una amenaza para el statu quo.

Cuando lei por primera vez el informe del periédico sobre el arresto del pastor Gon-
zalez, me rei entre dientes; sin embargo, pronto el humor se convirtié en una especie
de admiracién por la fuerza del testimonio de este hombre solitario. Si bien no sé nada
de la vida personal del pastor como cristiano comprometido, su "broma" en el aero-
puerto de Nashville probablemente hizo que muchos reflexionaran sobre la verdad
detras de la broma del ministro. Y, como yo, me imagino que a otros se les hizo una
pausa cuando se hicieron la pregunta: ;Vivo los valores del evangelio lo suficiente-
mente en serio como para ser una amenaza para el status quo de la sociedad? Lament-
ablemente, la mayoria de nosotros no lo hacemos. Para la mayoria de nosotros existe
una gran brecha entre lo que profesamos y cémo vivimos. La amenaza percibida del
pastor Gonzéalez en el aeropuerto solo sirve para enfatizar esa preocupante realidad.

Jesus dijo a sus discipulos: “Vosotros sois la luz del mundo. Después de encender una
lampara, nadie la pone debajo de un almud, sino sobre el candelero, y alumbra a todos
en la casa”. (Mateo 5:14-15) Desde que el Maestro pronuncid esas palabras por primera
vez, sus seguidores han luchado por ser luz para un mundo que se oscurece cada vez
maés.

(Qué luz que ya arde dentro de mi podria magnificarse para traer esperanza a la
oscuridad de otra persona? ;Qué luz que ya arde dentro de mi podria magnificarse
para traer calor al corazén de alguien que se ha enfriado?
